B. Primary Criteria

These criteria make up the core of the assessment by which projects will be ranked.  Each project will be rated against each criterion, which are worth a maximum of 100 points.  

Where possible, cite relevant materials to verify the project's benefits.  Explain market demand for project and basis for investment and job projections, such as a business commitment, market study, and/or another method.

	Creates, Expands, or Retains Jobs (20 Points Maximum):  

· Demonstrates project will lead to the creation, expansion, or retention of primary, well-paying jobs in the region Specify the pay range of the potential jobs created, and the relative impact of that pay scale in the specific community.  (10 points)

· Specify the number and types of jobs created and retained within 2 years and 8 years, and proportion of each type of job created within 8 years. (5 points)
· Specify the number of jobs created and retained in target industry clusters, as defined by the Prosperity Partnership’s Regional Economic Strategy.  (5 points)

	Supports Regional Growth and Transportation Strategy (20 Points Maximum):   

· Demonstrates project will foster growth in and around designated regional centers or local centers. (10 points)

· Minimizes the impact of non-existing systems.  For example, a transportation project might use transit-oriented development to reduce SOV trips on our overstressed arterial system.  Maximum points for zero system impacts. (5 points)
· Completes a missing link.  For example, a utilities project might help bring water or sewer systems to previously unserved areas.  (5 points)

	Maximizes Private Investment (20 Points Maximum):  

· Demonstrates project can help with the successful establishment of new or expanded businesses or facilities, and that the proposed investments will stimulate facilities to be provided by private sector.  (10 points)

· Discuss the direct and indirect dollar impacts within 2 years and 8 years, including specific commitments, such as letters of intent, developer agreements and/or strategic partnerships. (5 points)

· Projects will be scored on private investment return per grant dollar within 8 years and percent of total investment that will happen within 2 years. (5 points)

	Benefits the Residents of a Distressed Community (15 Points Maximum):  

· Demonstrates how project will significantly benefit an area experiencing or threatened with substantial economic distress. The EDA defines economic distress in terms of percent of population living in poverty, high unemployment rate or low median family income levels. (10 points)

· Promotes the provision of affordable housing and/or healthcare. (5 points)

	Community Support and Regional Cooperation (15 Points Maximum): 

· Describes community involvement in and support for the project, including but not limited to formal actions or activities by elected officials, business community, and citizens, for example, as identified in a community's Consolidated Plan. Please attach the Plan, if appropriate.  (5 points)

· Describes outreach with/support from communities of color and/or communities covered by Title VI of the Civil Rights Act.  (5 points)
· Demonstrates multi-jurisdictional cooperation toward completion of project.  (5 points)

	Readiness to Proceed (5 Points Maximum): 

· Demonstrates that funds can begin being spent as they become available. (2 points)

· Discusses, as appropriate, the status of any outstanding permits, right-of-way acquisition, zoning, and/or design. (2 points)
· Describes any potential obstacles that might affect the timeline, and steps the sponsor is taking to address them. (1 point)

	Demonstrates Proactiveness and Urgency of Funding (5 Points Maximum): 

· Demonstrates that the investment fulfills a pressing need of the area, or a part of the area, in which the project is or will be located. (5 points)

IV. Attachments

Responses should be brief – staff recommend 100 words or less, unless additional space is necessary.  Responses cannot exceed one page for any of the following questions.

A.
Project Costs.  Indicate construction cost of the proposed facility or project.  If the project involves construction of more than one facility (such as a road along with sewer and water lines), identify the cost of each separately.  Enter land costs separately as well.

B.
Maps.  Show the location of the facilities or project on a site plan and location of the site on a vicinity map.  At a minimum, include a site plan, preferably 8.5 x 11 in size, showing the location of all proposed construction.  If the project involves the continuation of a service such as water, sewer, or transportation, indicate tie-in points to existing facilities.  If the project location is not evident on the site plan, include a vicinity map indicating where the construction site is in relation to the nearest city of town.  Project boundaries must be clearly defined in all plans and maps.

C. 
Project area and surrounding environs.  These questions are designed to provide important information on the site itself and the surrounding area likely to be affected by both the project construction and the follow-on development.  

1)
Location and address.  Describe project boundaries and address so that project can be defined for on-site inspection.  Provide size in acres.

Physical features.  Significant land features such as streams, lakes, wetlands, steep slopes, major flora (grass, brush, timber) etc.

3)
Current land uses on site.  How is land now being used (vacant industrial, commercial, recreational, residential, agricultural, etc.)?  What is the existing zoning?  If changes are planned, what will be the new zoning?

4)
Current land uses adjacent to site.  Describe both major uses and zoning that currently exist on lands around the project site.

5)
Existing public facilities (also show on map).  Existing public facilities include roads, highways, sewer, water, electrical services, gas (if piped), railroads, dock facilities if waterfront location, airport (even private), and other major facilities.

D.
Are there any environmentally sensitive features, including endangered species takings, areas including wetlands, designated flood plains, or shorelines, and historical or archaeological sites within or near the site, describe in fuller detail what the impacts of the project have or will be, and discuss how they will be mitigated.  Discuss any environmental documentation that has been completed or is underway.

E.
Identify any other public facilities necessary to support planned development that do not now exist and are not part of the proposed project.  For example, the project may be for improved water, but the area lacks sewer for which the sponsor is seeking funding from another agency.  The sewer project would be the “other” public facility.
