East Lake Sammamish Trail — North Sammamish Segment is an additional phase of the “Master
Planned” East Lake Sammamish Trail (ELST). The project proposes to develop a 1-mile-long paved
and soft-surface regional trail and related improvements within the City of Sammamish as the next
phase of the master planned trail. The trail will be constructed from the city’s north boundary near 187"
Avenue NE to NE 40th Street along an abandoned railroad corridor. The project will include:

e Construction of a 12-foot-wide paved regional trail with soft-surface (gravel) shoulders;
¢ Related earthwork;

¢ Drainage improvements related to the trail;

¢ Retaining walls and other site improvements;

e Landscaping and fencing; and

o Access and traffic control (bollards, striping, signage, etc.)

The project is a component of the 10.33-mile-long Master Planned East Lake Sammamish Trail linking
the Redmond Urban Growth Center (north) to downtown Issaquah (south). The Master Planned ELST
will be the “full” buildout of the trail and will replace the existing soft-surface “Interim” ELST along a
similar alignment.

The ELST will provide a paved, multi-use trail for bicyclists, pedestrians, and others between cities
within the Urban Growth Area — Redmond (regional urban center), Sammamish and Issaquah. The trail
will provide an off-road facility and route as a nonmotorized alternative to surrounding congested
arterials. As a result, the project will promote nonmotorized access to employment, retail, and
recreation centers within the city of Sammamish as well as provide a regional link with Redmond,
Issaquah, and other cities and regional growth centers as an important component of the Regional
Trails System.

The North Sammamish segment of the ELST is part of the expanding Regional Trails System (RTS)
that provides a network of off-road, multi-use, nonmotorized transportation facilities used by thousands
of bicyclists, pedestrians, and others daily for commuting to work or school, local travel, and recreation.
The existing RTS now comprises approximately 300 miles of alternative transportation corridors. The
ELST is among the most significant of these due to its strategic location within King County, its length,
and its connections via urban centers, city centers, and many land uses (residential, commercial, retail,
professional, institutional, government, historic districts, and recreation areas). The ELST extends the
Burke-Gilman and Sammamish River Trails to create a 44-mile regional alternative transportation
corridor stretching from Seattle to Issaquah and beyond to the Cascades. This project is an important
part of that extension.

The North Sammamish segment of the ELST will provide many direct local benefits, including providing
access to the City of Sammamish's future Sammamish Landing Park, King County's Marymoor Park,
and the City of Redmond's downtown area, Redmond Town Center, and a future phase of the Evans
Creek Trail system. The North Sammamish segment will provide a contiguous connection to the
Redmond segment which is scheduled for construction advertisement in the fall of 2010.

Additionally, loss of the ELST corridor is possible without current project funding. The existing “Interim”
gravel, soft-surface ELST is conditioned upon the development of the Master Planned Trail. A condition
of the EIS process approved and overseen by WSDOT for the Interim trail is that the Master Planned
Trail would be developed to replace it by 2015 or the corridor would revert back to non-trail use. It is
generally understood that most of the Master Planned Planned Trail must be completed and mitigation
measures implemented by this date or the corridor will be lost to regional trail use. King County is
committed to the ongoing development of the new, paved facility in order to meet this commitment and
has secured local and federal funding to construct the Redmond segment and a section of the
Issaquah segment. Development must proceed steadily to meet this deadline, however. Requested
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grant funding will ensure that the Sammamish segment of the trail is completed on schedule to meet
this requirement.

RELATIONSHIP TO CENTERS

Development of the Master Planned ELST will support access to multiple centers including direct
access to the regional Redmond Urban Center and access to Seattle via the Sammamish River Trail
and Burke Gilman Trail. At full buildout, the project’s larger value will be as a strategic center of
regional connectivity, a 10.33 mile component of a 44-mile, paved, urban, non-motorized corridor that
links the cities of Redmond, Sammamish and Issaquah to Seattle (through Woodinville, Bothell,
Kenmore and Lake Forest Park).

The proposed North Sammamish segment will connect directly to the Redmond segment, which is
scheduled for construction advertisement in the fall of 2010. The Redmond segment terminates to the
north at the Bear Creek Trail in the vicinity of Redmond Town Center.

**Public Review Process for the Project™*

Background: The ELST has been in planning, design, and permitting for more than a decade. King
County acquired the abandoned railway corridor in 1998 and decided to develop the trail in two phases:
an interim use phase and a master planned phase: The Interim ELST is a soft-surface (gravel) facility
that was opened to the public in 2006. However, the Interim ELST was never intended to be the
permanent trail and is scheduled to cease operation in 2015. The County is in the process of
completing design development and environmental review of the Master Planned Trail and will be ready
for construction advertisement for the Redmond and Issaquah segments in the fall of 2010 and spring
of 2011 respectively.

Throughout the planning and design of the Interim and Master Planned Trail, the County has provided
many opportunities for public review. These opportunities included input from a dedicated Citizens
Advisory Group (CAG), many public meetings, open houses, and hearings. The project has been
reviewed by the public, stakeholders (e.g., adjacent property owners), tribal authorities (e.g.,
Muckleshoot Tribe), local governments (e.g., Redmond, Sammamish and Issaquah), state and federal
agencies (e.g., WSDOT and FHWA), and others. Two separate EIS processes and related studies
were completed for Interim and Master Planned trails.

Trail project team sent letter to over 45 user groups and held workshops with trail users to help
identify their concerns and issues.

e A workshop held by the project team for the Executive Horse Council in September 2000
allowed the Council to learn more about the project and to provide feedback and comments on
the trail.

¢ In October 2000, the East Lake Sammamish Trail project team held a second user group
workshop with the Cherry Hill Rider Group.

¢ In the fall of 2000, members of the project team attended a club meeting of the Cascade Bicycle
Club.

o Six newsletters were distributed between November 1999 and the summer of 2003. Each
newsletter was widely distributed to addresses in Redmond, Sammamish, and Issaquah and to
all residents along the proposed trail. Newsletters were mailed to roughly 2,300 individuals and
organizations.

e In May 2004, the City of Sammamish prepared an independent survey for city residents
regarding the East Lake Sammamish Trail.

County. The project is part of the “Locks to Lakes” regional trail corridor stretching 44 miles from the
Ballard neighborhood in Seattle to downtown Issaquah. In addition, the project enables connections
east toward the Cascades via the Issaquah-Preston Trail, south through Issaquah via the Rainier Trail,
and west via future planned developments of regional trails within the 1-90 corridor. Because the ELST
will extend the region’s most popular and well-traveled regional trail corridor and provide important
regional connections, it is anticipated that the trail will facilitate between 2,000-4,000 daily user trips
when complete (Page 1-2, East Lake Sammamish Trail Draft EIS, 2004). The Burke-Gilman and
Sammamish River Trails, which the ELST will extend, were found to have approximately 3,300 users
per day in counts conducted in May, 2005 (Moritz/King County, 2005). This was a 10 percent increase
in use over the five-year period from 2000. Up to 47 percent of weekday users on a Seattle segment
and 33 percent of users on a Lake Forest Park segment were commuting to/from work or school. Daily
use and growth in use of the project would be expected to be consistent with the Burke-Gilman and
Sammamish River Trails when the Master Planned ELST is completed.

King County's Marymoor Park is located at the north end of the corridor. This 640-acre park contains a
variety of recreational amenities and is bordered by a portion of the corridor for the proposed Master
Plan Trail. King County recently constructed the Marymoor Connector Trail, which connects the
Sammamish River Trail to the East Lake Sammamish Trail via an alignment through Marymoor Park.
The connection to the East Lake Sammamish Trail would occur south of NE 65th Street in Redmond.

The City of Redmond has over 1,000 acres of developed park land and 17 miles of developed trails. In
addition to the trail connections noted above, ELST connects to the City of Redmond's Bear & Evans
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
