A MOD options are expanding to offer context - appropriate services.

A Micromobility , such as bike -share and scooter - share, are available in
four jurisdictions.

A The average trip duration for micromobility ranges from 8to 12
minutes , covering distances between 0.7 and 1.5 miles .
A Transit agencies across the region provide a variety of microtransit
programs.
